In order to flow condensed water to the drain, the unit is installed
on a stand or a block so that the unit is 100mm above the ground
as shown figure. Join the drain pipe to one hole.

At first insert one portion of the hook to the base (Portion A),
then pull the drain pipe in the direction shown by the arrow while
inserting the hook into the base. After installation, check whether
the drain pipe cling to the base firmly.
